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Fundamental British Values Progression: Introduction

Pupils must be encouraged to regard people of all faiths, races and cultures with respect and tolerance. It is expected that pupils should understand that
while different people may hold different views about what is ‘right’ and ‘wrong’, all people living in England are subject to its law. The school’s ethos and
teaching, which schools should make parents aware of, should support the rule of English civil and criminal law and schools should not teach anything that
undermines it. If schools teach about religious law, particular care should be taken to explore the relationship between state and religious law. Pupils should
be made aware of the difference between the law of the land and religious law.

We promote the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths
and beliefs. This demonstrates how we are meeting the requirements of section 78 of the Education Act 2002, in our provision of SMSC. Actively promoting
the values means challenging opinions or behaviours in school that are contrary to fundamental British values. Attempts to promote systems that undermine
fundamental British values would be completely at odds with schools’ duty to provide SMSC. The Teachers’ Standards expect teachers to uphold public trust
in the profession and maintain high standards of ethics and behaviour, within and outside school. This includes not undermining fundamental British values.

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Subject Content

Teaching should develop pupils’ understanding of democracy, government and the rights and responsibilities of citizens. Pupils should use and apply their
knowledge and understanding whilst developing skills to research and interrogate evidence, debate and evaluate viewpoints, present reasoned arguments
and take informed action.

Pupils should be taught about:

e The development of the political system of democratic government in the United Kingdom, including the roles of citizens, Parliament and the monarch
the operation of Parliament, including voting and elections, and the role of political parties.

e The precious liberties enjoyed by the citizens of the United Kingdom.

e The nature of rules and laws and the justice system, including the role of the police and the operation of courts and tribunals.

e The roles played by public institutions and voluntary groups in society, and the ways in which citizens work together to improve their communities,
including opportunities to participate in school-based activities.

e The functions and uses of money, the importance and practice of budgeting, and managing risk.
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
